The Philadelphia Business Builder Loan 
 
 
Eligibility:   
 
Small businesses (defined as businesses with annual revenues of less than one million 
dollars); located in low Ð and moderate- income census tracts or predominantly minority 
census tracts in the City of Philadelphia.  
 

Pre-application requirements:   
 
All applicants must receive pre-application Business Support Services. These include 
credit counseling and/or business counseling from designated provider(s).  For providers’ 
contact information see list “A”, on reverse side. 
 
Application process: 
 
Inquiries and initial assessments may begin with either a participating lender or with a 
Business Support Services Provider. Formal application begins at the lender upon written 
referral from either the credit counseling agency and/or one of the two business planning 
agencies.
